H.E. Dr. KENNETH
KAUNDA will address

world stage, one no
stranger to constructive
controversy, this is a
treat in store.

Dr Kaunda works in
concert with former
heads of states such as
Nelson Mandela, and
luminaries such as Des-
mond Tutu, in an offi-
cial grouping that
‘offers leadership and
the sharing of wisdom
on a range of develop-
mental challenges fac-
ing the African conti-
nent.”. Dr Kaunda’s
huge efforts are con-
centrated inter alia on
SOUTH AFRICA, ZIM-
BABWE and HIV.

Or Kaunda’'s greatest
achievements include
founding and running the
African Mational Con-

gress, which as leader of
the Frontline States was -
with his links to Lady
Thatcher and Lord Car-
rington - critical in ensur-
ing white minority rule in
Rhodesia and South Af-
rica peacefully ended.

Or Kaunda’'s credentials
augment this tale: he was
imprisoned for nationalist
activities; led the militant
United Mational Independ-
ence Party: served as a
Minister in the last colo-
nial administration of
Zambia; was the country's
first Prime Minister under
black governance; was
President of the Pan Afri-
can Freedom Movement,
Chairman of the Crganisa-
tion of African Unity (OALD;
and he finally stood down
from government in Zam-
bia after eventual multi-
party elections.

Or Kaunda has adamantly
opposed any form of ra-
cial discrimination, a prin-
ciple he encouraged the
Liberation Movements to
follow. His economic vi-

sion for Zambia and Africa
is anchored in hard work,
acquisition of skills, edu-
cation for all and educa-
tional opportunities for
women and enterprise in
business development;
transparent economic
and political accountabil-
ity allied with cooperative
global trading relations
with the USA, the EU,
China, Russia, India,
South America and Inter
African Trade.

A colossal figure in his
homelands, Dr Kaunda
has earned the vener-
ated Swahili Title of
‘Mzee', literally "Old Man’
but its intrinsic meaning
is "Fount of Wisdom and
Knowledge, Sage of Our
Future and cur Shield’.

The E-AG is privileged
to hear Dr. Kaunda’s
insider views and his
stories — he is writing
his autobiography —
and to do so in the opu-
lent setting of the Naval
and Military Club.

In DELE OGUN the sights of the E-AG turn towards a rising sun. Mr Ogunis a
man with a bright future in Nigeria so far as anyone can judge of these things.
